d. Letter of Recommendation from High School (original)

e. Letter of Recommendation from clergyman or community leader (original)

f. Medical certificate from SDA Cooper Hospital (original)

g. Birth certificate or passport (photocopy)

h. Two passport size pictures with white background

i. One hanging folder

j. Marriage certificate if married (photocopy),

6. High school graduates with Division I in WAEC or A in WASSCE will be exempted from sitting the Entrance examination but must procure the application form and sit an interview,

7. All graduates from Adventist High Schools are exempted from sitting the entrance examination but MUST obtain the application form and sit an interview,

8. Students with cGPA of 2.50 and above by the end of the freshman year from any relevant program can be granted the opportunity to transfer to any other program of their choice at sophomore level. Such student must have indicated prior interest during the admission process.
